DISTINGUISHED ATHENIAN SERVICE AWARD

Each State Educational Director selects one (1) Chapter Educational Director “who
has gone beyond the call of duty in her service to the ESA educational field.” The
winner is named at State Convention and receives a special certificate from ESA
Headquarters.

To be eligible for this award, a Chapter Educational Director must have rendered
some important educational service:

1. to her Chapter;
2. to the community, thus extending the chapter’s interest in and value to the

community; or
3. to the State ESA Council contributing notable value to her State’s

educational expansion.

Nominations from the Chapter President must be sent to the State Educational
Director by MAY 15, 2010. These nominations must include a brief description of
the special educational accomplishments which qualify the Chapter Educational
Director for the award.
